If you are taking a course in 
tourism or studying hotel management you can 
apply for a hospitality internship.  You can work 
behind the counter, assist in the kitchen, serve in 
the restaurant or get management experience. It is 
possible to arrange a paid position but this takes a 
lot of time and is not easy. You will increase your 
chances when you apply 4 months or more before 
the intended starting date of your internship.
